Yvonne Redmond (Presenter):  Now, saving energy is a hot topic these days.  There are lots of different ways of using less energy and reducing the amount we pollute.  Stephen’s been to meet some primary school pupils who have been learning about ways they can save energy.
Stephen:  These children at Newtown Mount Kennedy National School in County Wicklow are playing a game but this is not just any game.  To do well at this one you need to know how you can save energy both at school and at home.

Which uses more energy, taking a shower or taking a bath?
Stephen: The pupils here are taking part in workshops provided by an organisation called Sustainable Energy Ireland.  SEI was set up by the Government as Ireland’s national energy agency.  Its job is to save energy and to promote ways of generating it, like using wind and water, that don’t harm the planet.  These workshops are taking place in primary schools all across the country and the aim, as you can see behind me, is to learn all about climate change in very different ways.
